This student centered program combines a
popular form of winter recreation with a focused
exploration activity. Students will learn how to
safely snowshoe in a group and will use
observation skills to notice evidence of animals
living in the area. Students also engage in key
science practices as they share explanations for
the animal signs they find and how that animal’s
structure supports it in this geographical area.

Students will:

e Use evidence to construct explanations
about plants and animals in the area

e Focus explanations on internal and external
structures that function to support survival,
